ANTHONY MICHAEL HALL

Anthony Michael Hall serves as co-producer and stars as “Johnny Smith” in the USA Network original series “The Dead Zone.”
Hall is one child star who crossed over. In the 80’s, Hall was well loved for his starring turns as the geek in classics like “The Breakfast Club,” “Sixteen Candles” and “Weird Science.”


His characters have been varied over the years: Gay and living on the street in the critically-acclaimed “Six Degrees of Separation;” Brilliant Microsoft® mogul Bill Gates in the Emmy® nominated TNT original movie “The Pirates of Silicon Valley,” with Noah Wyle playing rival Steve Jobs; an abusive bully in “Edward Scissorhands;” as well as a host of crazy characters during his two-year stint on “Saturday Night Live” where he was, and remains, the youngest cast member in the show's history. 


Recently, Hall was seen the USA Network Original Movie “Hitched,” with Sheryl Lee.  Hall also starred in HBO’s highly acclaimed Billy Crystal helmer “61*,” in which he plays legendary lefty pitcher Whitey Ford opposite Barry Pepper and Thomas Jane. He was also recently seen in Universal's “Caveman's Valentine” starring opposite Samuel L. Jackson, “Freddy Got Fingered” for 20th Century Fox starring Tom Green and “Hysteria: The Def Lepard Story” for VH1.

Hall is also committed to pursuing his other passion -- music -- and recently released his first album on RAM Records with his band "Hall of Mirrors." One of his songs is featured on the sound track for “Freddy Got Fingered.”

Hall currently resides in Los Angeles.

NICOLE deBOER

Nicole deBoer stars as “Sarah Bracknell” in the USA Network original series “The Dead Zone.”
deBoer began her acting career in her native Toronto.  She was a series regular in a number of Canadian shows, such as the CBC drama “9B” and “Dooley Gardens.”  She was also a regular on the USA Network original series “Beyond Reality” and the SCI FI Channel’s first original dramatic series, “Mission: Genesis.”  deBoer is best known for her role as “Ensign/Lieutenant Ezri Dax” in the seventh and final season of “Star Trek Deep Space Nine.”

deBoer’s film credits include starring in both “Cube” (Toronto Film Festival 1997) and as Charlie Sheen’s wife in the Showtime film “Rated X,” with Sheen and Emilio Estevez. 

DAVID OGDEN STIERS

David Ogden Stiers stars as “Reverend Gene Purdy” in the USA Network original series “The Dead Zone.”
An accomplished actor of stage, film and television, Stiers’ career has spanned over 30 years, making him one of the most recognizable faces in entertainment.  

Stiers was born in Peoria, Illinois, and he began his acting career in Northern California.  He moved to New York, where he studied drama at Juilliard, and joined the Houseman Acting Company at its outset.  He has also worked with the Old Globe Theatre, San Francisco’s The Actor’s Workshop, the California Shakespeare Festival and the Committee Revue and Theatre.  Aside from numerous regional theatre productions, Stiers has appeared in productions including “Ulysses in Night Town” and “The Magic Show” on Broadway.

A three-time Emmy®-Award nominated actor, Stiers has appeared in a multitude of both television films and series.  He has embraced such episodic projects as “Ally McBeal,” “The Practice,” “Dr. Quinn, Medicine Woman,” “Murder, She Wrote,” “Matlock,” “Wings,” and “Star Trek: The Next Generation.”  He has also been seen in television films such as the epic mini-series “North & South,” HBO’s “The Final Days,” USA’s “Final Notice” and “The Pedestrian,” “The Bad Seed,” and his Emmy®-nominated stint in “The First Olympics: Athens 1896.”  Stiers is perhaps most widely known for his role as “Major Charles Emerson Winchester III” in “M*A*S*H,” for which he garnered two Emmy® nominations.

In film, the list of Stiers’ credits include “The Curse of the Jade Scorpion,” “The Cheap Detective,” “Oh, God,” “Magic,” “Doc Hollywood,” “Everyone Says I Love You,” “Mighty Aphrodite,” “Harry's War,” “Creator,” “Better Off Dead,” “The Accidental Tourist,” and most recently, he was seen in “The Majestic” with Jim Carrey. 
Stiers has also lent his voice to many animated films including Walt Disney’s “Beauty & the Beast,” “Atlantis: The Lost Empire,” “The Hunchback of Notre Dame,” “Pocohontas,” and the upcoming “Lilo and Stitch.”

As a conductor, Stiers has appeared with 70 orchestras in The United States and Canada, maintains a repertoire of 50 orchestral works including concertos, and occupies two posts as Associate Conductor with The Yaguina Orchestra and the Ernest Bloch Music Festival.
JOHN L. ADAMS

John L. Adams stars as “Bruce Lewis” in the USA Network original series “The Dead Zone.”
After attending Winston-Salem University in North Carolina, Adams moved out west to Los Angeles where he began his career as a stand-up comic.   Adams has been seen performing at many of the industries most infamous comedy clubs, including L.A.’s The Improv, The Laugh Factory, The Comedy Store, as well as the Riviera Casino in Las Vegas.  A natural, with style and charisma on stage, Adams didn’t last long as a stand-up comedian before he was being sought out as an up-and-coming character actor.

In 2001, Warren Littlefield secured Adams a development deal with NBC studios, where he was cast as a series regular on the 13-episode pick-up of “Just Deal.”  Adams has also been seen in numerous guest starring and recurring television roles including the Paramount/UPN series “Girlfriends,” the new NBC/Chuck Lorre (“Dharma & Greg”) pilot “Love Junkies,” the WB’s “The Parenthood,” and USA Network’s hit series “Pacific Blue.”


Adams has also appeared in stage productions of “The Wiz,” as the scarecrow, and as “Tony” in “Trouble Man.”  Although Adams hasn’t been around for long, you may recognize his face from the AT&T 1-800-COLLECT commercial he appeared in with David Arquette.

In his spare time, Adams enjoys singing, dancing, cooking and playing sports.

CHRIS BRUNO

Chris Bruno stars as “Sheriff Walt Bannerman” in the USA Network original series “The Dead Zone.”

Born in the small town of Milford, Connecticut, Bruno attended college in Vermont where he was an avid athlete.  A member of the ski-team, he was competing nationally when he was sidelined by an injury.  In his brief hiatus from sports, he auditioned for his first play and was cast as the lead in “The Mandrake.”  Although he was initially pursuing a degree in psychology, he now had a passionate interest in the arts.  Bruno then transferred to the State University of New York at Stonybrook so that he could be closer to New York City and could play college baseball.  He was involved in numerous college stage productions while at the same time established a number of school records, including pitching a fastball clocked at 90mph.

Upon graduation, Bruno moved to New York, where within one year and several bartending jobs, he was offered a two-year contract on NBC's “Another World.”  The experience proved to be priceless training and enabled him to continue doing plays off-Broadway.  Soon, Bruno would be nominated for a “Soap Opera Award” as “Outstanding Newcomer.”  He was then cast in the controversial storyline of “Michael Delaney” on ABC’s “All My Children,” which won an Emmy the year he joined the cast.

After some time in New York, Bruno moved to Los Angeles, where he began performing stand-up comedy at The Improv and L.A. Cabaret.  It was during that time that Bruno was seen by an assistant from one of the networks, which led to guest starring roles on “Suddenly Susan,” “The Nanny,” “JAG,” “Jesse,” and a recurring role on Alan Ball's series “Oh Grow Up.”  In 1998, Bruno was cast alongside his brother, Dylan, in Lorenzo Carcaterra's dark and gritty cop show, “The Force.”
