THE DEAD ZONE – PRODUCTION BIOGRAPHY

LLOYD SEGAN

Lloyd Segan serves as executive producer on the USA Network original series “The Dead Zone.”
After nearly a decade of producing motion pictures and television movies, “The Dead Zone” marks Segan’s debut as a television series producer. 

Previous producing credits for Segan include Eric Shaeffer’s “Wirey Spindell;” Universal’s thriller, “Judgment Night,” starring Emilio Estevez, Cuba Gooding Jr., Stephen Dorff and Denis Leary; MGM’s action drama “Blown Away” with Jeff Bridges and Tommy Lee Jones; and the HBO premiere movie, “Crossworlds.” 

Most recently, The Segan Company, in association with New Line Cinema, produced Bones, a hip-hop horror film, starring Snoop Dogg.  Segan also produced New Line’s “The Bachelor,” starring Chris O’Donnell and Renee Zellweger; the controversial “Boondock Saints,” starring Willem Dafoe, which premiered at the Cannes Film Festival; and he executive produced the Emmy®-nominated “Hendrix,” based on the life of Jimi Hendrix, for Showtime.  
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MICHAEL PILLER

Michael Piller serves as writer/executive producer on the USA Network original series “The Dead Zone.”


An Emmy® Award-winning journalist, Piller began his broadcasting career with CBS News in New York. He subsequently served as managing editor of the WBTV-TV News in Charlotte, North Carolina, and assistant news director at WBBM-TV, the CBS affiliate in Chicago.


His first position in entertainment television was as a censor in the CBS docudrama unit.  Piller then spent two years as a programming executive before leaving CBS to write full-time.


Piller's credits as a writer-producer include the series’ “Simon & Simon,” “Cagney & Lacey,” “Miami Vice,” “Probe” and “Hard Time on Planet Earth.”  In addition, he co-created and executive produced the syndicated series, “Group One Medical.”

Piller is best known to television viewers around the world as the executive producer/co-creator of more than 500 hours of “Star Trek.”  In 1998, he wrote and co-produced “Star Trek: Insurrection,” the ninth installment in the enormously successful “Star Trek” feature film franchise for Paramount Pictures. 


Previously, Piller served as executive producer & head writer on “Star Trek: The Next Generation” (1989-1994). He also co-created and executive produced “Star Trek: Deep Space Nine” (1992-1999) and “Star Trek: Voyager” (1994-2001).  During the 1994-95 television season, Piller also co-created and executive produced the UPN series, “Legend.”


With Piller at the helm of “Star Trek: The Next Generation,” the show became the first syndicated series in the 1990's to receive an Emmy® nomination for Outstanding Drama.  “Star Trek: Deep Space Nine” continued the success of the franchise during its seven seasons on the air.  “Star Trek: Voyager” concluded its successful seven-year run last year.

THE DEAD ZONE – PRODUCTION BIOGRAPHY

HAROLD TICHENOR
Harold Tichenor serves as consulting producer on the USA Network original series “The Dead Zone.”

Tichenor embarked on his career as a filmmaker almost four decades ago while enrolled as an undergraduate at the University of Alaska's Ecology Program.  He then moved to Canada, and for the next 13 years worked on over 100 educational and interpretive films, at the University of Alaska and the University of Lethbridge, and then on his own as an independent producer.  Tichenor wrote, produced and directed “lnupiatun: In the Manner of an Eskimo,” a multi-award winning one-hour television documentary, which is still in distribution today.

In the early 1980's, Tichenor moved into dramatic film, working on theatrical features and TV dramatic series, such as “Neverending Story Part 1,” “Home Is Where The Hart Is,” five seasons of the series, “Danger Bay,” “Maigret,” “The Neverending Story Part II,” and three network television made-for-television movies: “The Penthouse,” “After the Promise,” and “Vanishing Act.”

With the founding of Crescent Entertainment Ltd. In 1990, Tichenor produced many films including “Kurt Vonnegut's Welcome to the Monkey House,” “Lightning Force,” “Showdown at Williams Creek,” “My Name is Kate,” “Other Women's Children,” “The Neverending Story III,” “When The Vows Break and Ebbie.”  He produced the mini-series “Children Of The Dust” for which he received an Emmy® nomination.  Tichenor went on to produce the miniseries “Titanic” for CBS, served as consulting producer on the independent film “Kitchen Party,” as well as executive producer on “Marine Life,” starring Cybill Shepherd and the documentary “Mock Stars.”

In series television, Tichenor executive produced “Shutterspeed,” a made-for-television movie (Lions Gate Television), the series “Higher Ground,” (Lions Gate Television and Paramount Television International), as well as both seasons of the NBC series “Mysterious Ways.” 

Tichenor is a past member of the Board of Governors of the Banff Television Festival and currently is on the Festival Board of Directors.  He has served on both the national and provincial Boards of the Canadian Film and Television Production Association.
