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SYNOPSIS
From director James C. Strouse (Grace is Gone) comes THE WINNING SEASON starring Sam Rockwell as an adult misfit who is brought on to coach the local girl’s high school basketball team. THE WINNING SEASON co-stars Emma Roberts, and also stars Rob Corddry, Shareeka Epps, Emily Rios and Margo Martindale.
ABOUT THE PRODUCTION
The inspiration for THE WINNING SEASON came directly from writer-director Jim Strouse’s experiences growing up in rural Indiana. 

“When I was a kid, basketball was still pretty special to Indiana. It was not just a game but a source of state-wide pride and identity. And that was especially the case in my home. Both my dad and brother were obsessed with the sport,” says Strouse. “And they took it very, very seriously. I, on the other hand, was a fat kid interested in cake and doodling. I think that’s why I ended up writing this movie -- because it finally gave me a chance to filter years and years of watching basketball through my own sideways perspective.”

In creating his lead character Bill Greaves, Strouse looked to the entrapped environs that small-town local heroes may find themselves in. “I liked the idea of exploring the story of a man who was afraid his “big moment” had passed, and even more importantly, how a man like that overcomes such a situation.

“I saw a lot of people with that sort of problem growing up in Indiana,” says Strouse. “people like my brother, who had a hard time letting go of the idea of himself as some sort of sports hero. And in his case, the older he got, the more heartbreaking the disconnect between that ambition and his actual life became.”

“But I didn’t want to make a tragedy,” Strouse adds. “After making a straight and simple drama with GRACE IS GONE, I really wanted to try something more comedic. So I constantly tried to look for ways to put a man with that sort of defeated temperament in a context that allowed for funny things to happen. That’s why making him coach of a neglected girls’ team was so appealing. There were just endless possibilities for funny misunderstandings.  You have teenage girls who are full of emotion and anxiety pitted up against an angry and disappointed man with contempt for everyone, who feels like he’s at the end of hope. It’s a funny relationship. And it also allowed for me to explore the father-daughter dynamic I’ve been interested in ever since becoming a dad. If there is any link between GRACE IS GONE and THE WINNING SEASON, it’s in the redemptive power of being a parent. That’s something I’ve experienced first-hand,” says Strouse. “Becoming a father has made me a more caring and thoughtful person. My children inspire the best in me and I try to do the same for them. But there’s also a lot tedium and sacrifice involved in being a parent and I try to address that honestly.”

Strouse also liked the idea of making a sports film in the “character-first” tradition of his favorites like, BREAKING AWAY, HOOSIERS and THE BAD NEWS BEARS. “Sports  films are great because the natural arc of a sports season automatically gives you the dramatic framework to build a compelling story around. But the best ones only work because they have full-blooded characters that make you care about them as much as the games they play,” says Strouse.  “I really wanted to make a film like that with indelible characters.”

“I tried hard to write the character of Bill Greaves as a three dimensional person with a lot of flaws and contradictions, and I was extremely lucky to have an actor like Sam Rockwell bring even more to it than was on the page. As soon as I met Sam and heard his ideas for the character and the story, I knew we had the potential to capture something really great,” says Strouse. “Sam is just one of the best actors working now. He is amazingly versatile, effortlessly funny and just naturally compelling. He brought a life to the character that turned out to be so real and heartbreaking, but made you laugh too. There are very few actors that can navigate those turns from comedy to drama as gracefully as Sam Rockwell. ”

“Once Sam came on board we were able to attract a lot of great talent,” says Strouse. The cast includes Emma Roberts, Rob Corddry, Margo Martindale, Shareeka Epps, Emily Rios and Rooney Mara. “We had an amazing group of actors,” says Strouse. Among them was ‘Daily Show’ veteran Corddry, who plays a high school principal and old friend of Rockwell’s character, Bill Greaves. “I had a feeling Sam and Rob would make a good match,” said Jim. “They are both funny actors but in very different ways. Rob’s comedy is very sharp and sarcastic which contrasts nicely with the oblivious crank Sam plays. You instantly get a sense that these guys like each other,” said Strouse. “But you also get the sense they kind of irritate each other, too. There’s a mixture of rivalry and respect between them that we all agreed should be at the heart of all their scenes together. And Rob could play every line for a laugh if you asked him to. He can literally make any line you write funny. I love his performance. It’s funny and real. He might act like a fool sometimes but you know he’s a good person who loves his daughter and wants to help his old friend.”

Emma Roberts plays the team captain of the Plainview Chargers and surrogate daughter to Sam Rockwell’s Greaves. “Emma was the same age as the girl she was playing at the time we filmed the movie and I think she filled the role so naturally. She’s smart and sarcastic and incisive in all the ways savvy teenage girls are. But she’s a really good actress with this incredible screen presence. So she could draw from her own experience as a teenager and embody this character in a way that makes the performance rather seamless.”

Strouse was also really excited to work with Margo Martindale. “I wrote the role of Donna specifically for Margo,” says Strouse. “I’ve wanted to do a movie with her ever since I watched the amazing short film she did with Alexander Payne in PARIS JE T’AIME. It’s the only role I wrote for a particular actor. It was her or no one for me, and I love her in this movie. She’s can do dead-pan comedy but she can also break your heart with a single expression. She’s really one of my favorite actors out there.”

“The whole cast blended so nicely. Sometimes you get a lot of drama and ego clashes on a film set and I didn’t know what was going to happen with a bunch of teenage girls working together for five weeks but we all liked each other and had such a great time making this movie, and I think that really shows on the screen,” says Strouse.

Sam Rockwell has emerged as one of the most dynamic actors of his generation by continuing to take on challenging roles in both independent and studio productions.

Rockwell will next be seen starring opposite Hilary Swank in Tony Goldwyn's CONVICTION, based on the true story of Betty Anne Waters. The film will be released on October 15th by Fox Searchlight. Rockwell is currently shooting Jon Favreau's COWBOYS & ALIENS with Daniel Craig and Harrison Ford. 

Rockwell most recently starred opposite Christopher Walken in Martin McDonagh's critically acclaimed production of "A Behanding in Spokane" on Broadway.  Rockwell was last seen in Jon Favreau's iIRON MAN 2 opposite Robert Downey Jr. and Duncan Jones' MOON for Sony Pictures Classics which won the Michael Powell Award at the 63rd Edinburgh International Film Festival. 

Rockwell has created memorable characters in several films, including Andrew Dominik's critically acclaimed film THE ASSASSINATION OF JESSE JAMES BY THE COWARD ROBERT FORD; David Gordon Green's acclaimed film SNOW ANGELS; the Russo brothers' comedy WELCOME TO COLLINWOOD; David Mamet's HEIST; the blockbuster CHARLIE’S ANGELS; and Frank Darabont's Oscar®-nominated THE GREEN MILE.  Rockwell also appeared in DreamWorks' box-office hit GALAXY QUEST. 
Additional credits include EVERYBODY’S FINE, FROST/NIXON, JOSHUA, THE HITCHIKER’S GUIDE TO THE GALAXY, MATCHSTICK MEN, CELEBIRTY, A MIDSUMMER NIGHT’S DREAM, LAWN DOGS, SAFE MEN, JERRY AND TOM, BOX OF MOONLIGHT DRUNKS, LIGHT SLEEPER LAST EXIT TO BROOKLYN and his film debut in Francis Ford Coppola's CLOWNHOUSE, made while he was still a student at San Francisco's High School of the Performing Arts. 

Rockwell won critical praise, as well as the Berlin Film Festival's Silver Berlin Bear Award and Movieline's Breakthrough Performance of the Year Award, for his portrayal of Chuck Barris in George Clooney's CONFESSIONS OF A DANEROUS MIND.   Other awards include Best Actor at the Sitges International Film Festival of Catalonia for his performance in JOSHUA and the Decades Achievement Award from Rehoboth Beach Independent Film Festival.

On stage, Rockwell was seen in The Last Days of Judas Iscariot, opposite Eric Bogosian, at The Public Theater.  Philip Seymour Hoffman directed the LAByrinth Theater Company production. Rockwell has appeared in Face Divided as part of the EST Marathon series, as well as the off-Broadway production of Goose-Pimples, which was written by noted film writer/director Mike Leigh. He has also appeared in The Dumb Waiter and Hot L Baltimore for the Williamstown Theatre Festival, both of which were directed by Joe Montello.
Emma Roberts
EMMA ROBERTS is an undeniable talent who has amassed an impressive career over the course of a decade.
She is currently in production on the highly anticipated revival of the SCREAM films. Roberts joins original cast members Neve Campbell, Courteney Cox Arquette and David Arquette in the Wes Craven-Kevin Williams fourth installment.  Roberts will portray “Jill,” the cousin of Campbell who is the new girl in a new small town. 
Roberts recently completed production on Gavin Wiesen’s HOMEWORK starring alongside Freddie Highmore, Michael Angarano, Elizabeth Reaser, Alicia Silverstone and Rita Wilson.  
Roberts will next be seen this summer in Joel Schumacher’s TWELVE based on the novel by Nick McDowell.  TWELVE had its world premiere at the 2010 Sundance Film Festival.
This fall, Roberts appears in IT’S KIND OF A FUNNY STORY opposite Viola Davis, Lauren Graham and Zach Galifianakis and the indie drama WHAT’S WRONG WITH VIRGINIA opposite Ed Harris and Jennifer Connelly, being directed by Dustin Lance Black (Oscar winner for “Milk”).
Earlier this year, Roberts was seen in the British independent thriller 4.3.2.1,  directed by BAFTA winner Noel Clarke, and she was part of the all-star cast of  Gary Marshall’s romantic comedy hit VALENTINE’S DAY.
In 2009, Roberts starred in several films, two of which screened at the Sundance Film Festival.   Roberts headlined HOTEL FOR DOGS, and co-starred in the ensemble drama LYMELIFE, executive produced by Martin Scorsese, which, premiered to critical acclaim at the Toronto Film Festival and was awarded with the International Critics Prize.  It was screened at The Sundance Film Festival to further acclaim.

In 2007, Roberts starred as NANCY DREW in a big screen adaptation of the classic teenage detective novels.  That same year, Roberts was awarded as the “ShoWest Female Star of Tomorrow.”

From 2004-2007, Roberts starred as Addie Singer in the Nickelodeon hit comedy series “Unfabulous,” created by Sue Rose, and one one of the highest rated “tween” series on television.  
Upon landing her very first audition, Roberts booked the role of Johnny Depp and Penelope Cruz’s daughter in BLOW.  Soon after, she starred in the Sundance short film BIG LOVE.  Roberts went on to play one of the lead roles in the independent feature film GRAND CHAMPION.
After the successful premiere of UNFABULOUS, she starred in the Fox 2000 film AQUAMARINE, based on the Alice Hoffman novel of the same name.  
Roberts was the face of legendary handbag maker Dooney & Bourke.  Her campaign ran exclusively in Teen Vogue magazine.  She is also a new face of Neutrogena.
Rob Corddry

Rob Corddry made his debut on “The Daily Show with Jon Stewart” in the spring of 2002 and quickly became one of the most popular correspondents to emerge from the groundbreaking talk show. He continued to “educate” audiences with his snarky political sketches through the fall of 2006, and has reprised his role in guest appearances scattered through the years since. 

He moved to Los Angeles following his run on “The Daily Show” and in 2007, Corddry starred in the Fox sitcom “The Winner” created by “Family Guy” writers/producers Seth MacFarlane and Ricky Blitt. Joining the throngs of many other critically acclaimed shows before it, “The Winner” lasted only a half-dozen episodes before it was taken off the air. 

Continuing to write and create comedic content, Corddry was one of the first talents to create original “television-esque” programming for the Internet. Teaming up with Warner Bros. TV Group’s digital arm, Studio 2.0 (www.thewb.com), Corddry served as creator, writer, and director for the series “Children’s Hospital,” which spoofs the medical drama genre. Launching last December, the series of 5-minute chapters starred, with Corddry, SNL’s Jason Sudeikis, Lake Bell, Megan Mullally, and Ed Helms. The series won the Webby Award for “Comedy: Long Form or Series” and received two other nominations: “Best Individual Performance” (Corddry), “Comedy: Individual Short or Episode” (Episode 4). Season 2 of “Children’s Hospital” will air on Adult Swim this summer, making it one of only two shows ever to make the successful transition from a webseries to a television series.

Earlier this year, Corddry starred in the ensemble comedy feature HOT TUB TIME MACHINE . He is currently in production opposite Jennifer Garner and Hugh Jackman in the comedy feature BUTTER.

Having been long-embraced by the film community, Corddry has appeared in dozens of comedy features in addition to his television projects, notably OLD SCHOOL, BLACKBALLED: THE BOBBY DUKES STORY, and BLADES OF GLORY. He was most recently seen in WHAT HAPPENS IN VEGAS,  HAROLD & KUMAR ESCAPE FROM GUANTANAMO BAY, and in a more dramatic capacity as Ari Fleischer in Oliver Stone’s chronicle on the life and presidency of George W. Bush, W.   Other film credits include THE HEARTBREAK KID, SEMI-PRO, PATRIOTVILLE and FAILURE TO LAUNCH.
Corddry television credits include “Curb Your Enthusiasm” and “Arrested Development.” 

Margo Martindale
Margo Martindale is an accomplished Tony-nominated theater, film and television actress from Jacksonville, Texas. She can be seen next in SECRETARIAT opposite Diane Lane and John Malkovich.  Recently, she played Ruby in HANNAH MONTANA: THE MOVIE.
